PARISH HALL UPDATE

Lottery funding grant application was ongoing andthe final paperwork has to be submitted by July 19th

NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN REPORT

The plan was ongoing and the  chairman and clerk would do further work in the next month or so.

FINANCIAL REPORT
1. The annual governance statement was completed and  proposed by Mrs Davies seconded by Mr Robinson for approval and would be signed by the chairman
2. The Acounting statement was looks at and proposed for  acceptance by Mrs Davies and seconded by Mrs Andrews. All in favour and the chairman would sign.

3. Balance of account as at 19th May 2016  £13125.63

4. Neighbourhood planning grant of £2700 which had not been spent in the last year to be refunded to Groundwork UK Ltd. Proposed by Mr Robinson , seconded by Mrs Andrews. All in Favour. Cheque no100300 was duly signed

5. The invoice for the insurance had been received of £319.91. Proposed by Mrs Andrews for payment seconded by Mr Robinson and cheque No: 100301 was signed

6. We had received a grant from the transparency fund for £1,329 to purchase a Lap Top, Printer and set up a new dedicated website for the Parish Council. The clerk had purchased the Laptop and printer and appropriate software for the cost of £667.40 inclusive of VAT. It was proposed by Mr Jones and seconded by Mr Robinson that the clerk be reimbursed all in favour and cheque No: 100302 was duly signed.

7. Mr C Pinches had carried out the internal audit on the accounts and it was proposed by Mr Robinson and seconded by Mrs Davies that we pay him £50 . All in favour and cheque No: 100303 was duly signed.

8. We had received a request from Stretton Sugwas Parochial Church council for a donation toward churchyard maintenance. It was proposed by Mr Robinson and seconded by  by Mrs Davies that that the parish council give them £850 the same as last year. All in favour and cheque No: 100304 was duly signed

9. We had received a request from Stretton Sugwas Parochial Church council for a donation towards the parish magazine. It was proposed by Mr Robinson that the parish council gives thyem £250 , seconded by Mrs Davies. All in favour and cheque no 100305 was duly signed.

10. Quuens birthday party – It was proposed by Mrs Andrews and seconded by Mr Robinson that reasonable expenditure for the day be paid. All in favour

11. Mr McHarg had sent a note making the comment that the clerk does nor charge for any work she does for the parish council which is a saving of a considerable amount.  The clerk said that she was happy to carry on with the work free of charge
PLANNING

1 Mrs Hill and Mr Potter had brought along some plans for land next to Hanwell house for the Parish Councillors to look at. The proposal was for two detached houses one for each of her sons who would like to come back and live in the parish and one block of semi detached houses at a more affordable rate for selling. The entrance was in place for access to the A438. Parish Councillors looked at the plans and thought the design was acceptable and  most were in favour of this application but couldn’t make any formal comments at this stage but would do so once the application had been sent to the planning department. The Hill Family and Mr Potter were thanked for bringing the plans along for the parish councillors to look at.

2.Church Cottage , The Lakes and Sugwas Farm – no meaningful progress

3. Kings Acre has gone to appeal again.

4. Mr Williams hadn’t sent his application to the planners yet as he hasn’t completed the ecology report yet.

5.Halfacre, Swainshill had been given planning permission for construction of new kitchen/dining room extension.

WAR MEMORIAL

Mr Jones reported that he had made an application to the War Memorial Trust for the cleaning and re-lettering of the memorial and should hear in the next few weeks if he  has been successful in securing the grant for the work.
SIGNPOSTING 

Mrs Hume had not heard anything about the  signposting 

NOTICEBOARDS
Mrs Hume  had looked at some costs but they were very expensive.  The chairman had had an initial discussion with Mr Crump.and  this was work in progress 

CHURCH ROAD SPEEDING -  SIDS had been looked at and were very expensive. 

Mr Jones had looked at getting some Threshold Gates . Balfour Beatty would not come out until they had received site plans for these gates which Mr Jones would now do.

Mr Semple had sent an email regarding speeding on the church road and also big vehicles using it which was totally inappropriate. The Chairman had written to Hereford Market Auctioneers and they agreed to give out flyers to all livestock market users directing them to go via Kings Acre. The clerk to enquire whether Mr Semple had kept a note of any accidents or near misses.

The Parish Council is working on speeding in the area and are trying to an acceptable results for all the road users.

DEFIBRILATOR

No progress on this. They are very expensive and we need to look into it further.

ADULT KEEP FIT EQUIPMENT 
This is ongoing and Mrs Javens is meeting a company called Sovereign sometime in July

CORRESPONDENCE
 Correspondence  had been received from the school about the fencing of the land opposite Morningside. At present the school is unable to use it as it is open to the road. The chairman had received a quote from Mr J Hill for approximately £2000  for post and rail fencing and although the quotation is eleven months old Mr Hill said that it still stood.

The school had offered a donation towards the fencing but parish councillors did not think that this was appropriate. The clerk to contact the school and thank them for their offer.

Several ideas of getting money to do this work had not materialised so it was proposed  by Mrs Andrews and seconded by Mr Robinson to go ahead with Mr Hills quote as it was a security issue. All in favour

A letter had been received from Mrs Howard regarding the layby opposite Zatoon.

A lot of rubbish was being thrown there and she asked if the parish council would put up some signs . This is being looked into. The clerk to thank Mrs Howard for her concern

Mrs Howard reported that  2 five litre containers had been dumped under the hedge. The clerk to contact the fly tipping department to try and get them removed.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS
Mr Morris was concerned about the proposed building of houses at Kings Acre as the drainage if not done properly sends the water down his way and floods his home.

The clerk said that this application was in appeal and advised Mr Morris to ring Councillor Matthews about his concerns as the site was not officially in our parish but we had objected  to the application.
