PARISH BOUNDARY CHANGE

All was progressing through the system and should be completed in the new year.
NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN REPORT
We have now received the SEA & HRA reports from Herefordshire Council which we have been waiting for.

Mr Robinson proposed that we now progress to Regulation 14. Seconded by Mrs Hume. All in favour and it was agreed we start the consultation on December 10th 2018 and it will run for 8 weeks until February 4th 2019.
Flyers will be printed and go out to all residents of the parish with the parish magazine next Wednesday.

Hard copies will be available in the village hall and in the church and will be on the parish website.
The clerk and Mr Robinson to prepare the consultation letter to send to all consultees.
FINANCIAL REPORT
Balance of Account £16,682.68 Plus grant of £3880.44
· Invoice for the website for April to December had been received, £73.80.  This was proposed for payment by Mr Robinson, seconded by Mrs Andrews. All in favour and cheque was duly signed.

· A quote had been received from Sampaul landscapes for a concrete pad for the Copse to set the new seat on for £96.48.  Proposed for acceptance and payment by Mrs Andrews.  Seconded by Mrs Hume.

All in favour and cheque was duly signed.

· A form had been received from Barclays for everyone to fill in their personal details. This was duly completed.

PLANNING
1. Church Cottage including footpath up to Village Hall –This has now been passed.
2. Car Boot Site – 41 mixed houses – Objections sent to planning authority.  This has now been turned down by the planning authority.
3. HCCLH – Re: Travellers Rest Site – a meeting had been held in the village hall. Proposing a community led housing project of 10/12 houses. No further update on this but the pub was now up for sale again.
4. An application had been received to extend the timescale on works to the road to Sugwas Farm. This would mean that Oakwrights would not be able to use their new building as it was part of the permission that the road had to be improved before the building could be used. The parish Council objected to this extension.
5. Sundown – Extension. The parish council had objected to this as they thought it was oversized and design of garage was not suitable.
6. Councillor Matthews said that a planning application had been received for 69 houses in Credenhill opposite the old Taste of Adventure site.
WAR MEMORIAL
Mr Howard has now had a quotation for cleaning the memorial and for re-painting the lettering from Pegler and Hudson. Pegler £2280 including VAT and Hudson £3450 including VAT.
It was proposed by Mrs Davies that we accept Pegler’s price. Seconded by Mrs Andrews.. All in favour.

Mr Howard to confirm with Mr Pegler.

· The pedestrian gate was now installed
The clerk had purchased a seat and it will be put on a concrete base in the next week or so.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS
Mr Fellowes and Mr Cresswell had attended the Herefordshire Council Summit

There were several speakers to give parish councillors ideas of what can be done n the community
Herefordshire Council had no money so it would fall on parish councils to do more and finance projects themselves .The next summit will be on 24th January and Mr Fellowes will attend.

Mr McHarg asked councillor Matthews for an update on the bypass. Further investigations of groundworks were taking place. A planning application would then be completed by Herefordshire Council..

Mr McHarg also enquired about the 1200 homes that were going to be built on the church commissioners land. Mr Matthews said that this was on hold at present.

Mrs Hume said that she had received permission from the Duchy of Cornwall to put the dog bin belonging to the parish council by the entrance to the quarry. The clerk would get it installed
